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Insurance Corner 4th. Degree 
Only having “through work” insurance doesn’t work 
 
 Do you know anyone whose life has been drastically changed 
by the recent recession and economic downturn?  With unemployment 
numbers rising, it’s very likely that someone in your immediate or ex-
tended family or group of friends is facing financial uncertain now. With 
this uncertainty, there is a real possibility that you (or your spouse) could 
lose your job or change employers.
