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Insurance Corner 4th. Degree 
Understanding Insurance  
In this issue I will commence a series of short articles focusing on the 
various aspects of insurance and responses to various insurance needs.  
Probably the most common choice faced by people when considering 
insurance is the choice between Term coverage and Whole Life coverage.  
Both have their advantages. Term coverage as the name implies is insur-
ance that gives coverage for a specific period of time, i.e.; one, ten, fif-
teen, twenty years etc. Term coverage is cheap compared to other prod-
ucts. There is a reason for this. Only around 1% of term policies ever 
result in a claim.  Term to age 80 is a product that has been on the market 
for some time. (Not offered by K of C) It seems like a good deal, being 
able to get cheap insurance to that age.  
However when you take into account the fact that average life expectancy 
today is around 78, things look slightly different.  You must be able to 
pass medical underwriting to get coverage. That means that the life expec-
tancy of those who qualify for Term to 80 would be above average and 
have a life expectancy of plus eighty. This is what the insurance company 
is betting on. That the people they cover will outlive the coverage. The 
problem for the individual is obvious, you outlive the coverage and your 
family is left with nothing.  This true of all Term products, but especially 
of Term to Eighty if it is used as a substitute to Whole Life. 
However this does not mean that Term coverage is bad, all it means it that 
it is not the solution to all problems. Term coverage, being very affordable 
is particularly suited to people who have a high need for insurance but 
limited income available to spend on such coverage. Parents with young 
children are an obvious example. People with mortgages are another.  
People buy Term to cover a particular need for a particular period of time 
i.e. until the children finish collage or until the mortgage is paid off.  Us-
ing Term insurance as a retirement age product for coverage is not a very 
advisable option 
In future articles we will look at Term versus Whole Life, and also at 
some of the other products that are on offer out there.
